BACKGROUND

Expansion of the light rail system has been identified as the locally
preferred means of accommaodating transportation needs associated with
the population and employment growth in the Southern Sacramento Region.
RT began light rail operations in 1987 with a route linking Downtown
Sacramento with suburbs to the east and north. The first extension of
Sacramento's light rail system was completed in 1998 with the opening of
the Mather Field/Mills Station. Currently, the system is being expanded into
the City of Folsom and into South Sacramento with the construction of
South Line Phase 1, a 6.3-mile extension to Meadowview Road. The South
Line Phase 1 and Folsom light rail extensions are scheduled to open for
service by September 2003 and April 2005 respectively. The second phase
of the South Line extension, South Line Phase 2, proposes to extend the
light rail system approximately 5 miles farther from Meadowview Road to
the intersection of Calvine/Auberry.
